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1. INTRODUCTION
Giurgiu 1904 Memorial Rally  is a FIVA-B event (license B078/2010) registered in 2010 calendar of the International Federation of Old Vehicles (FIVA).
1.1 Bucharest-Giurgiu Rally is a competition of regularity that takes place in stages based on time and the imposed average speed. During  the Rally participants must obey the highway code in force and the average speed on all stages can not exceed 50 km /h.
1.2. Bucharest-Giurgiu regularity Rally is  organized and is carried out in accordance with the following regulations:
· FIA International Sporting Code 2010 edition and its annexes;
· FIVA Regulation on historical events;

· The present particular Regulation.
1.3. By entering the competition, participants accept the terms of this particular Regulation.
2. ORGANIZER
2.1. The Organizer of 2010 Bucharest-Giurgiu Rally  is Retromobil Club Romania, National Authority of the International Federation of Old Vehicles (FIVA).

3. AUTOMOBILE ADMITTED


3.1 To Memorial Rally 1904 Giurgiu, Bucharest- Giurgiu there will be admitted only  historic cars wih the mention "historical vehicle" in the Vehicle Identity Card (CIV) or the equivalent mention of historic vehicles from other countries with FIVA national authorities.

3.2 The Organizer  may refuse the participation of those vehicles that do not meet the technical requirements or had been altered technically or received a new look that lead to losing the feature of historical vehicle.

The participating historic cars will be identified in class accordind to the year of manufacture in conformity with FIVA regulation
- Class A (Ancester) – manufactured  up to December 31, 1904

- Class B (Veteran) - manufactured between 1 January 1905 and December 31, 1918

- Class C (Vintage) - manufactured between 1 January 1919 and December 31, 1930

- Class D (Post Vintage) - manufactured between 1 January 1931 and December 31, 1945

- Class E (Post War) - manufactured between 1 January 1946 and  December 31, 1960

- Class F - manufactured between 1 January 1961 and  December 31 1970

- Class G - manufactured from January 1, 1971up  to the limit stipulated by the Romanian law regarding historic vehicles
3.3 Maximum permitted historical vehicles: 50
 4. CREW

4.1 The crew consists of two persons, pilot and navigator respectively.

4.2 At least one person of the crew must be:

a. member of Retromobil Club Romania.

b. member of a Club affiliated  to R.C.R.

c. member foreign Club affiliated to  F.I.V.A.
d. as an exception, the organizers may accept crew members that are not in  accordance with this article but have a  written recommendation (presented by the crew at the registration for Rally) of  a member of RCR or of  a member of a club   affiliated to R.C.R. or a member of a foreign club affiliated to FIVA.

4.3 During the competition, crew, pilot and navigator may change their post in between them if both have a valid driver license.

4.4 In case of abandonment, the navigator is obliged to notify (by phone or word) the organizer and to hand over the control book  to an official of the Rally.
5. REGISTRATION

5.1 The Registration to Rally represent the intention of the crew to take start at the completion and also the assuming  the compliance with this Regulation, as well as any other rules imposed by the organizer.

5.2 The Registration in itself does  not represent the right to take part in the event and  the organizer reserves his  right to refuse registration without any prior justification. The Organizer can decide a deadline date of registration, and the maximum number of participants. All Crews that are on the official start list  are considered  crews officially registered. The Official list and the start order are carried out u by the Organizer after the registration deadline and will be displayed at the start point.

Registration Fee:

For crews mentioned at 4.2 a–chapter 4- free of charge

For crews of  4.2-b –chapter 4 -30 EUR in lei at the NBR rate of exchange

For crews of  4.2. c- chapter 4- 30 EUR in lei at NBR rate of exchange 

For crews of 4.2 .-d- chapter 4- 100 EUR in lei at BNR rate

5.3 Before the start, the Organizer provides the crew with the following:
· The particular Regulation 

· The Road Book with route map 

· Control book 

· The official number plate 

· The official Camila (Booklet) of the Rally

5.4 The registration time limit: until september 08, 2010

5.5 Crew clothing code: the participants will not be allowed at the start point in indecent or inappropriate outfit. For members of  R.C.R. it is  recommended to wear RCR specific jersey.

5.6 Participating historical vehicles can be cars, motorcycles and commercial vehicles (including 4x4).

5.7 Compulsorily the historical vehicles registered and present at the start point should be equipped with:

a – a valid technical inspection

b – the vehicle  insurance (valid green card)

c – a vignette valid on Romanian roads

d - safety belts for front seats (in 2 or 3 points)

e - reflective vest, warning triangle, medical kit

f -  fire extinguisher

g - 2 trash bags

Participants must arrive at the meeting  point  at an hour and a half before the start time.

Failure to comply to provisions of points 5.7a, 5.7b will lead to the elimination from the competition. Failure to comply to points 5.7c, 5.7d, 5.7e, 5.7f, 5.7g will bring  minutes penalties.
6. ROADBOOK

6.1 All crews will receive a road book indicating   the exact route of the event, and all other informations and data  on competition stages

6.2 Road  books will be handed over to all competitors at the start point

6.3 During the Rally, any deviation from the route may  lead to the exclusion of the crew from the Rally or there will be time  penalties.
6.4 Any amendment to the Road  book will be communicated to the crews before the start.


7. CONTROL BOOK

7.1 The control book is handed over at the start point and is to be shown by the crew  to referees and organizers any time they request this.The Control Book display  the official required timing, and referees will mark there the time of arrival at destination and the time of the passage along the stages.

7.2 Failure to present the Control Book ,its  loss or the lack of referees notes will lead to minute penalties or the exclusion from the Rally.
8. CARRYING OUT THE EVENT 

8.1  The event takes place on a public  road, thus all traffic rules must be observed.

8.2  All participants crew must observe the organizer  directions

8.3   Classification of crews will be done in accordance to the time and penalties recorded.

8.4   A vehicle  taking part in the Rally may be driven by a member of the registered crew only 
8.5  The route and schedule plan is so designed that any  of  the historical vehicles, regardless of year of manufacture can achieve  them without penalties or delays. 

8.6 Carrying out the event: 
· Before the start take place all  crews receive the Rally official documents. 

· Starting order list is  done taking into consideration the vehicle year of manufacture the oldest being the first

· The vehicle will depart from the start point minute by minute,  at the signal of the organizer’s officer

· At the start point the  officials note the departure time in the Control Book  as well as  the time required for the vehicle to reach the next  stage of the route  and  its official control .

· The navigator is requested to calculate the properest timing, hour and minute to reach  the next stage control as scheduled

· At the stage passing control,the Organizer officer will note the hour and minute of the vehicle passing the point of control

· The closed parking area in the Road Book represents the end of  the Rally.

· In cases of abandonment, the navigator is obliged to notify (by telephone or verbaly) the organizer and  to hand over the Control Book to an official of the Rally. 
8.7 For various reasons (eg traffic congestion, road blocked, accident), the Organizer may cancel a stage or decide the neutralization of a stage

8.8 Crews may  use timers or mechanical clocks to calculate the ideal time to control the movement of their vehicles. The official time is the one indicated by the Organizer officers

8.9 It is forbidden to use GPS guidance devices, mobile phones or any other electronic equipment for  targeting or timing. 

9. STAGES

9.1 A stage is the distance between two points where referees control the passage of vehicles,ie the distance from the start point to the place of the official control of passage

9.2 The official timing of the Rally is so designed that to reach a stage it is not necessary to break the traffic rules.

9.3 The time required to arrive at each stage is written into the Control Book

9.4 The time margin allowed for each stage is one minute

9.5 The time of arrival at a stage is the time of departure to the next one, if  the Organizer do not decide otherwise.
10. PENALTIES

10.1 For any delay in arriving at the start point the crew is penalized with 5 minutes

10.2 If at the start point a vehicle is dirty or show leaking oil the crew will be penalized with 15 minutes. In this case, the crew must clean the area and lay a plastic sheet  underneath the vehicle while standing.

10.3 Crews arriving at the  control points of the stage sooner or later from the theoretical arrival time will get penalty points that count in the final standings as follows:

· 1 minute for each minute of arrival in advance at one of the control point

· 10 seconds for each minute of delay in one of the control point

10.4 Deviation from the route described in the Road Book is penalized with the exclusion from the  Rally or with minutes penalty, according to the Organizer ‘s decision.

10.5 The crew that violates the rules of the traffic Code is excluded from the Rally and will not be admitted to the start of the next  event in the RCR calendar.

10.6 Driving aggressively, which endangering other competitors or participants in traffic, shall be punished with exclusion from the  Rally or, depending on its severity, with minute-penalty.

10.7 Penalties are taken into account in the final rankings.

10.8 Crew will get 20 penalty points if the vehicle has no  Rally number plate or sponsor logo plate  or the event plate stuck at sight.

11. EVENT AWARDS

11.1 Cups, medals and diplomas will be awarded to crews as follows:
· To  crews on 1,2 and 3 places in the final classification

· To crews  on 1,2 and 3 places on each FIVA classes

· Special Award -Organizer may award special prizes regardless of the standings.

· Prize for the oldest car in competition.

· Award for vehicle equipped with the smallest engine capacity

· Award for vehicle equipped with the largest engine capacity

11.2 Displaying the provisional results will be held at Giurgiu, starting from 13 Hours , at the location to be communicated before the start take place

11.3 Award ceremony will take place in Giurgiu, at 14.Hours, in the same location.

If  two crews got equal points then the year of the vehicle manufacture is to be taken into account for classification,  the oldest vehicle winning. If equality is maintained, the engine capacity is taken into account and then the state of the vehicle originality.

12. SPONSORS

12.1 Crews are required to display Rally plate number and the Camilla booklet as well as the official sponsors banners in the manner prescribed by the Organizer.

12.2 Display crew own advertising is allowed if they do not conflict with sponsors of the Rally, the Organizer has the right to request posting fee.
13. RESPONSIBILITIES


13.1 The Organizer shall not be liable in any way for any damages or accidents happened during the rally.

13.2 Participation in this event neither require nor justify deviation from the road traffic rules, each crew being responsible for his actions according to  state laws.

13.3 The Organizer assumes no responsibility for any errors in the Road Book or for any deviations of the route due to road work, meetings, accident, weather etc.

13.4 The organizer reserves the right to modify these Rules or Rally program, which will be posted on the websiteRetromobil.ro or communicated at the Rally start.


14. MEDIA

14.1 During the Rally, individuals and companies can, with the permission of the Organizer, to take photographs, video and audio recordings on participants and their vehicles. Crew members or other participants can not claim rights on  organizer or other users that get recordings taken by the occasion.
